Project Area

The health and vitality of the local centres of Willoughby are critical for the local
ecenomy and the amenity of residents. As well as providing accessible local
shops and sarvices, local centres create opportunities for housing choice and
local jobs close to public transport with easy access for residents.

The Artarmon Local Centre is situated adjacent to the Arlarmon train station on
the busy North Shore Line and axtends both sides of the Station.

Wilkes Plaza on the eastern side of the stalion provides a pleasant, popular
open space enclosed by cafés. restaurants and shops as well as being a well
used padestrian thoroughfare,

The scope of this study 15 focussed on the western side of the train station and
along Hampden Rd.

Traffic Calming in the Precinct

To suppert and reinforce the character of the whole of the Artarmon Lecal
Centre it is important to slow the speed of through tratfic as well as provide
enhanced pedestrian amenity in the public domain. The traffic calming allows
vehicles 1o access and filter though the Local Centre, but do so in a slower and
safer manner.

Traffic Calming involves a variety of measures to support the 40km/hr High
Pedestrian Activity Area including

Relocate the signalised mid tlock pedestrian crossing to the intersection of
Hampdan and Eroughton Road.
